Maria Borgstrom forordnades som bitradande professor i peda-
gogik vid Stromstad akademi 4/7-16.

Docent Maria Borgstrom bedriver tvarvetenskaplig forskning om
ungas sprak, identitet och kultur. Hennes doktorsavhandling

Att vara mittemellan. Hur spansk-amerikanska ungdomar i Sverige
upplever villkoren for sin sociokulturella identitetsutveckling,
presenterades 1998 vid pedagogiska institutionen i Stockholms uni-
versitet. Fran 1991 har hon haft systematisk kontakt med experter,
forskare

och politiker som arbetar med utbildning i Katalonien och kan ge en
god inblick i den tvasprakiga undervisningssituationen i Katalonien.
Maria Borgstrom har arbetat med kurser och konferenser inom det-
ta omrade vid Stockholms universitet, Rovira | Virgilis Universitet i
Tarragona

och Universitat Autonoma i Barcelona. Hennes postdoktorala pro-
jekt vid universitetet i Barcelona handlade om hur unga marockaner
i Barcelona

uttryckte sin identitet med kodvaxling. Hon har undervisat i en kurs
om kulturell kunskap vid Stockholms universitet (Institutionen for
pedagogik

och Institutionen for spanska, portugisiska och latinamerikanska
studier) och vid universitetet i Barcelona (Department of Education).

Maria Borgstrom deltog aktivt i ett forskningsprogram vid Stock-
holms universitet "Sprak och identitet spansktalande bor i
Sverige” (SPIIS).

Hon medverkade ocksa i ett europeiskt projekt, Integra, som in-
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nebar ett gemensamt arbete mellan Universidad Politécnica i Bar-
celona,

Centrum Bruxellois d’action Interculturelle i Belgien och Institutio-
nen for spanska, portugisiska och latinamerikanska studier i Stock-
holm.

Detta var ett Comenius-projekt vars syfte var att utveckla och for-
bereda en kurs for ytterligare utbildning for att oka interkulturell
kompetens och medvetenhet bland larare i aldersgruppen 13 till 16
ar. Borgstrom har bedrivit forskning om globalisering och identitet
tilsammans med Dr Katrin Goldsteiin-Kjaga i Institutionen for peda-
gogik vid Stocholms universitet med ett projekt finansierat for
Vetenskapsradet den 31 december 2003. Fran februari 2003 arbe-
tade Borgstrom i lararprogrammen som universitetslektor vid
Sodertorns Hogskola .

Maria utvecklade ett projekt om interkulturell kommunikation,
|larande och fred. Hon har deltagit som medlem av IAIE In-
ternational Association for Intercultural Education, NFIP, Natverk om
inter School Forskning och FIKK Research Program om interkul-
turell kommunikation, identitet och globalisering. Hon ar ocksa
medansvarig for ett seminarium om interkulturell kommunikation
under IGP (International Graduate Programme)

vid Stockholms universitet. Maria var ansvarig for Institutionen for
pedagogik for Sodertorns universitet och dess interkulturella profil
som for narvarande erbjuder en Master i interkulturell pedagogik
som hon var ocksa ansvarig for under fem ar. Hennes erfarenhet av
interkulturell pedagogik, kommunikation och narliggande omraden
har varit hennes starka sida under de senaste 20 aren. Hennes ar-
betserfarenhet omfattar

Sverige, Argentina och Spanien. Borgstrom genomfor nu forskning
om fred, nya konstruktioner av identitet och kosmopolitiska interkul-
turella larprocesser i det globala samhallet. Ungdomarnas varden i
Ostersjoomradet: Tjeckien, Polen och Sverige tillsammans med
Professor

Katrin Goldstein-Kyaga och professor Ana Graviz . Projektet har fi-
nansierats av Ostersjostiftelsen i Sverige. Nu arbetar hon i Stock-
holm

universitet vid institutionen for barn- och ungdomsvetenskap.

Maria Borgstrom, associate Professor MARIA BORGSTROM carry
out interdisciplinary research related to young peoples language,
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identity and culture. Her doctoral dissertation Being in-Between.
How Spanish American Young People in Sweden Perceive the
Conditions of their Socio-Cultural Identity Development, presented
in 1998 to the Department of Education in Stockholm University.
From 1991 she has had systematic contact with experts, re-
searchers and politicians who work with education in Catalonia and
can provide a good insight into bilingual education situation in Cat-
alonia. Maria Borgstrom has worked and continues working with
courses and conferences in this area at Stockholm University, Rovi-
ra i Virgilis University in Tarragona and Universitat Autonoma in
Barcelona. She has finished a postdoctoral project at Barcelona
University concerning Sociocultural Identity among young Moroc-
cans in Barcelona. She taught a course on cultural knowledge and
She is involved in seminary programs both at Stockholm University
(Department of Education and Department of Spanish, Portuguese
and Latin-American studies) and at Barcelona University (Depart-
ment of Education). Maria Borgstrém was responsible for coordinat-
ing a project which studies how mother tongue teachers and inter-
preters view the acquisition of cultural, social and language codes
of Chileans in Sweden. This project forms part of a research pro-
gram at Stockholm University “Language and Identity of Spanish
speaking living in Sweden” (SPIIS). She also participates in a Eu-
ropean project, INTEGRA, which involves joint work between the
Universidad Politécnica in Barcelona, the Centre Bruxellois d action
Interculturelle in Belgium and the Department of Spanish, Por-
tuguese and Latin-American studies in Stockholm. Borgstrém car-
ried out research about Globalization and identity together with Dir.
Katrin Goldsteiin-Kyaga in The Department of Education at Sto-
cholms university with a Project financed by Vetenskapsradet to 31
December 2003. From February 2003 Borgstrém works into teacher
programs as Senior Lecture in Sédertorn High School. Maria devel-
ops altso a project about intercultural communication, learning and
peace. She is a member of IAIE International Association for Inter-
cultural Education, NFIP, Network about Intercultural School Re-
search and FIKK Research Program about Intercultural communi-
cation, Identity and Globalisation. She was also co-responsible for
an ongoing seminary on Intercultural Communication under the IGP
(International Graduate Programme) of Stockholm University. Maria
was a member of The Department for Pedagogy of Sédertérns Uni-
versity and its intercultural profile which currently offers a Masters in
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Intercultural Pedagogy for which she was also responsible under
five years. Her experience in intercultural pedagogy, communication
and related field includes the past 20 years. Her country experience
includes Sweden, Argentina, and Spain.

Borgstrém carried out now research about Peace, New Construc-
tions of Identity and Cosmopolitical Intercultural Learning Processes
in the Global Society. Young peoples’ values in the Baltic Area:
Czech Republic, Poland and Sweden together with Professor Katrin
Goldstein-Kyaga and professor Ana Graviz in The Department of
Education at Sédertérns University. There are a tree years Project
financed by Ostersjéstiftelsen in Sweden. Now she is working in
Stockholm’s university in the Department of Child and Youth stud-
ies.
