During the years at Vipeholm new attitudes grew in society. She
participated in the process in which the new concepts were ground-
ed and changed activities. The need of new knowledge was
strengthened. Her main interest of knowledge is expressed in two
questions: What does a disability mean for a human being and how
can it be met? The studies of identity showed the importance of the
attitudes in the society and of the people around the person. She
studied the consequences in special education from the perspec-
tives of attitude of mind and treatment. Another area delt with a
process of knowledge with the same basis in practice, education
and research. It was deepened through the interests of knowledge
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of everyday life, complexity and holism with a gradually more pro-
nounced direction towards phenomenology and theory of systems.
Since the middle of the 1970-ties a cooperation with the anthropo-
sophic healing education has enriched this process partly through
comparative studies.

During the last years she has deepened these perspectives in a de-
velopment work to evaluate and establish a new knowledge, con-
ductive education, in a preschool for children with motor disabilities.
Another study aimed at formulating a special education theory
based on the development of identity and consciousness of the dis-
ability in the area of Asperger’s syndrome (a form of autism). In
more than ten years she has participated in a multidisciplinary re-
search group which has led to a theory of activities and their devel-
opment and the consequences for supetrvision.
